Square. Example: OSS = Old School Square • VET = Veterans Park

Due to circumstances beyond our control there has been a change to the outdoor show dates.  
March 10  & 11 at OSS has been deleted and April 7 & 8 at Veterans Park has been added.

 I grew up in Jersey City, N.J., and graduated 
from Lincoln High School. After that, I enlisted in 
the Navy and served for 4 years. When discharged, 
I attended the Newark School of Fine and Industrial 
Arts, where I was a student of Charles Waterhouse. 
He later became the “Artist-in-Residence” of the 
U.S. Marine Corp.

We are still good friends, and in 1994, I was 
able to layout and produce, on my computer, a 
book about him and his art. The title of the book is, 
“Marines and Others.”

At Newark School of Fine and Industrial Arts I 
majored in Illustration. After graduation, I applied 
for, and was accepted into the art program at Coo-
per Union. For the next 2 years I attended evening 
classes at Cooper Union where, my courses were 
2D design, Lettering, Architecture, and Drawing. 
During the day I worked at an art studio in New 
York city and for Prentice-Hall, a book publisher in 
Englewood Cliffs, NJ.

At Cooper Union, I felt the direction I was 
headed would not lead me toward a career as an 
illustrator, and decided that Cooper Union was not 
the school for me. I then went to study at the Art 
Students League in the Frank Reilly class. He was 
the teacher that many illustrators recommended. I 
started in the life drawing class, where I drew from 
the model. Classes were from 7 till 10, five nights 
a week. Mr. Reilly would lecture about drawing 
every Tuesday, and about painting every Thursday. 
We took notes, and I still refer to those notes from 
time to time. I studied with Mr. Reilly for three 
years. Two and a half years in the drawing class, 
because Mr. Reilly believed that you should draw 
well before you paint.

Over the years I worked for publish-
ers, ad¬vertising agencies, a toy company, an 
electron¬ics company, and several art studios. 
Among the clients whose ads, brochures, annual 
reports, or ad campaigns that I’ve worked on 
are: Revlon, United Artists, Paramount Pictures, 
Embassy Pic¬tures, Prentice-Hall, Harper-Row, 
Mc Graw-Hill, Addison-Wesley Longman, WNBC 
Radio, Merck Pharmaceuticals, Sandoz Pharmaceu-
ticals, Conti¬nental Ins. Co., and others

 In 1979 I started to free-lance and have been a 
free-lance artist and illustrator ever since, work¬ing 
primarily as a book illustrator. I am now semi-
retired and for the past 7 years I’ve been illustrating 
“English as a Second Language” books and CDs 
for a publisher, Pearson Education, in White Plains, 
NY.

Since moving to Florida, I have started to paint 
in oils. I can now develop the skills that I studied at 
the Art Students League. As an illustrator, I had to 
make pictures that clients wanted. Now, I paint in 
oil. I paint with a great group of painters who have 
also become my friends. We paint Plein Air and 
from live models. I also teach oil painting for the 
Lake Worth Art League.
