January’s Demo Artist,
Elizabeth Reed

Elizabeth will share her experiments with various materials on alu-
minum “C Bond”, Chinese silk chiffon and frosted Mylar. Elizabeth’s
recent work, “The Vortex Scrolls,” is made of Frosted Mylar hung on
steel rods as scrolls. The translucent Mylar holds paint as well as metal-
lic pigment and graphite powder.
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Elizabeth has experimented with
stretching silk chiffon over colorful
oil paintings, then making marks
with acrylic mediums applied with
brushes as well as ruling pens. The
layers merge two images, making a
holographic effect.

February 15-17, Elizabeth will be
teaching an Experimental Painting
Techniques Workshop at the
Women'’s Club in Boynton Beach.
